Materials
WS n1: Pictures of different activities for vacation. (x6)
WS n2: Practice / fill in blanks (x6)
Prompt cards: A very famous place and its main attractions are written in each card. (6 different cards x1 set)
WS n3: Role play A (x3) and B (x3)

WS n4: Homework – A letter from the viewers (x6)
Aims
1. To get used to different ways of expressing one’s likes or dislikes through activities in practice and finally through role play; to know how strongly those phrases express one’s likes and dislikes.
2. To know how to ask others’ likes / dislikes and be able to report them to others, by means of prediction activity.
3. To be able to speak spontaneously about likes and dislikes playing the dice game.

4. To learn how to appropriately manage a phone call when asking for / giving suggestions, performing the role play.
Language skills

1. Speaking - asking and expressing likes and dislikes freely with and without preparation time; role-play.
2. Listening – Paying attention when listening to the other role-play part in order to continue with a proper discourse.
3. Reading – Understanding role-play clue in order to perform correctly.
Language Systems
1. Grammar – review of verbs expressing likes and dislikes + noun / …ing form.



- review of negative and question form of verbs expressing likes and dislikes.

2. Vocabulary – idioms “to find great pleasure in + noun / …ing” and “to have a passion in + noun / …ing.”, (I’m fond of / I can’t bear …ing”)
Assumptions
1. Students might already know the usage of “to like + noun / ing…”.

2. Students might already know the names of many leisure activities.
3. Students can easily manage verbs in simple present.
Anticipated errors and solutions
1. “To like + noun / …ing” and “would you like to + base form” may be confusing. -> In that case, refresh the structures.
2. Students might not know how to spell some words related to leisure such as trekking, scuba diving, beach volley, massage or theme park. -> Write them on the board and leave them during the lesson.
3. In case it is clear that students already know the 2 idiomatic expressions (“I find great pleasure in” and “I have a passion in”) add to the vocabulary list “I’m fond of…” and “I can’t bear…”
4. Student might not use all the expression evenly when doing the three main activities -> Elicit and encourage them to try different expressions.
5. If time runs short, leave the main activity B (Fill in the blanks) as homework.

LEAD IN
A. Worm-up talking
Materials: none
Time: 3 min
Set up: whole class
Procedure:
1. Bring up a brief talking, asking Students: “Where would you like to go for the next summer vacation if you had $10.000?”, “What would you do there?”, “Oh, you like (love, hate, enjoy, etc ……. ing, don’t you?”
B. Prediction
Material: Worksheet n1 “pictures”
Time: 4 min

Set up: pairs

Procedure:

1. Instruction part A: Pairs / Look at the pictures. / Describe the activities on them. / Each one of the pair, choose one activity that you would like to do / Tell the partner 2 reasons why you would do it.
2. ICCQ: Which activity do you have to choose?

3. Hand out ws / Start

4. After short while, Get the students discuss their answers. Write their picture descriptions on the board:

5. Instructions part B: Same pairs. / Each one, choose one activity that would NOT do / give the partner 2 reasons. / Start

6. Let the students discuss their choices again.

7. While they speak, check out if they make mistakes using “like / don’t like …ing” or other similar expressions which show their likes and dislikes. Elicit for good reasons in case they don’t have one.
MAIN ACTIVITY
A. Vocabulary teaching
Material: none

Time: 12 min

Set up: whole class

Procedure:

1. Introduce new verbs and phrases that express likes / dislikes, (Disregard: like / don’t like / enjoy)

2. Write on the board:

3. Elicit and explain which one expresses slight / strong likes / dislikes.
4. Read and drill (simple drill) each expression. (just some of them)
5. Do simple substitute drill with some of the expressions.
B. Fill in the blanks
Material: worksheet n2 “Fill in the blanks.”
Time: 7 min

Set up: individual
Procedure:
1. Hand out the worksheets.

2. Get a student read the instructions.
3. Make sure they should answer using one of the expressions they have seen in the lesson, and there could be more than one right answer. / Like the example, n1, they should find appropriate expression depending on how much they like or dislike.
4. As ICCQ, get one student answer Q2. / Start
5. After done, elicit answers and variations.
C. Spontaneous speaking practice.

Material: prompt cards

Time: 5 min

Set up: pairs, new pairs.
Procedure:
1. Instructions: One of the pair will grab a card randomly. / You will see the name of a place of the World. And also, you will see a description or main attractions of that place. / You have to read the card and think if you would like to be there or you’d never want to be there, and why. / You will have 20 seconds to read the card and prepare your speech.
ICCQ: What do you have to think once you read the card? How many seconds to read and think?

Once I’ve counted 20 sec, You have to start speaking to your partner during the next 45 sec without pausing. / And one more rule: You can’t use the verb like, dislike and enjoy for your speech.
ICCQ: Can you say “I don’t want to go there because I don’t like swimming”? Why?

2. Hand out prompt card and let only one student of each group grab one randomly. Make sure they don’t turn it over until the 20 sec begins counting. / Start (Count 20 seconds)
3. After 20 seconds, get them speak. Check if someone offends the rule.

4. Once they have finished, switch the role to their partner, and repeat the activity.

D. Role Play
Material: worksheet n3 “role play card”
Time: 15 min

Set up: pairs

Procedure:

1. Instructions: One of the pair will be “A” (a customer planning vacations) and the other “B” (a travel agent). “A” calls “B” to ask suggestions and purchase a trip package. “B” should find out what “A” likes and dislikes to offer an appropriate package. Finally “A” should decide for one of the suggestions. “B” will given a list of touristic packages available for this month.
2. Make groups and hand out the worksheet. / Start
3. Control time and students’ mistakes for further correction.
POST ACTIVITY
Material: none

Time: 2 min

Set up: whole class

Procedure:

1. Explain about the homework

2. Close lesson asking students what was their choice after role play and why they made up that way.

3. Remind homework.

HOMEWORK
Material: worksheet n4 “A letter from viewers”
Time: n/a

Set up: individual writing

Procedure:

1. Instructions: Suppose you are one of the TV viewers of a very famous reality show program. You have been watching it every night and now you feel very sorry for a participant who was expelled from the scene with no right reason. Therefore, you have decided to write a complaining letter to the producer for the unfair action. / In the letter you have to express what your likes and dislikes are in the program and also, what you would like to see in it.
2. Homework will have correction in the next lesson.
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
